Personal Information We Collect About You You may choose to provide personal information (such as your name, address, telephone number and email address) through our website or by completing a form. We list below the methods by which you may provide the information and the types of information you may submit. We also tell you how we may use the information.
Register Your Details If you communicate with us through the “Register Your Details” link on our website or by completing a form, we may ask you for information such as your name, email address and telephone number so we can:
· respond to your questions and comments;
· send you our newsletters and other communications about our workshops and activities;
· evaluate the quality of our products and services.
Other Website Features We offer visitors to our website(s) various features for their information and enjoyment, which we may change from time to time. We may ask you to submit certain personal information so we can provide you with these features.
Other Uses of Information We may use the personal information you provide on our websites for Guy Fox History Project’s internal purposes, such as for administration of the website, data analytics and compliance purposes.
Aggregate and Non-Personal Information We Collect We collect certain aggregate and non-personal information when you visit our website(s). Aggregate and non-personal information does not relate to a single, identifiable visitor. It tells us information such as how many users visited our site(s) and the pages accessed. By collecting this information, we learn how to best tailor our website(s) to our visitors. We collect this information either through “cookie” technology or with “web beacons,” as explained below.
Cookies Like many organisations, we may use “cookies” on our website(s). Cookies are bits of text that are placed on your computer’s hard drive when you visit certain websites. We use cookies to tell us, for example, whether you have visited us before or if you are a new visitor and to help us identify site features in which you may have the greatest interest. Cookies may enhance your online experience by saving your preferences while you are visiting a particular site. Most browsers will tell you how to stop accepting new cookies, how to be notified when you receive a new cookie, and how to disable existing cookies. Please note, however, that without cookies you may not be able to take full advantage of all our website features.
Web Beacons Our websites may contain “web beacons” (also know as Internet tags, pixel tags and clear GIFs). These web beacons allow third parties to obtain information such as the IP address of the computer that downloaded the page on which the beacon appears, the URL of the page on which the beacon appears, the time the page containing the beacon was viewed, the type of browser used to view the page, and the information in cookies set by the third party.
Information We Share We do not sell or otherwise disclose personal information, except as described here. We may share the information you provide to us with affiliates of Guy Fox History Project and with our project partners and the Heritage Lottery Fund. In addition, we may disclose information about you (i) if we are required to do so by law or legal process, (ii) to law enforcement agencies or (iii) when we believe disclosure is necessary or appropriate to prevent physical harm or financial loss or in connection with an investigation of suspected or actual illegal activity. We reserve the right to transfer any information we have about you in the event we sell or transfer all or a portion of our assets.
